On your child’s beach day, your child will need the following:
1. Bathing suit  
2. A packed lunch and snack 
3. Large beach towel
4. Goggles, optional
5. Water shoes for your child’s safety
6. Beach tag (we recommend placing the tag in your child’s bag to assure that it is not forgotten!) If it is, then your child will be unable to go to
       the beach until the tag is brought in for admittance onto the beach.

Your child’s name must be on all his/her belongings to prevent confusion of belongings among 
the children.

Kindly note that our staff members are not permitted to apply sunscreen to the children.  On your child’s beach day, sunscreen needs to be applied prior to arriving at camp by a parent/guardian. 

The beach day will consist of the following 6 periods:
1. Instructional swim
2. Lunch
3. Beach athletics (sand soccer, beach volleyball, relay races, etc.)
4. Free swim
5. Masone Beach Water Park 
6. Playground time
