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SUBJECT:  STUDENT USE OF COMPUTERIZED INFORMATION RESOURCES
(ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY)

The Board of Education will provide access to various computerized information resources
through the BOCES computer system ("BCS" hereafier) consisting of software, hardware, devices.
computer networks and electronic communications systems. This may include aecess to email, "on-
line services” and the Internet. It may also include the opportunity for. some students (“student” refers
lorefers-to-both-students—n (hose enrolled in BOCES programs grades K-12 or-asd Adult Education)
to have independent access to the BCS from their home or other remote locations. All use of the BCS,
including independent use off BOCES premises, shall be subject to this policy and accompanying
regulations. Further, all such use must be in support-of education and/or rescarch and consistent with
the goals and purposes of the BOCES.

Access to Inappropriate Content/Material and Use of Personal Technology or Electronic Devices

This policy is intended to establish general guidelines for the acceptable student use of the BCS
and also to give students and parents/guardians notice that student use of the BCS will provide student
access 1o external computer networks not controlled by the BOCLES.

The appropriate/acceptable use standards outlined in this
policy apply to student use of technology via the BCS or any other electronic media or
communications, including by means of a student's own personal technology or electronic device, on
school grounds or at school events.
