 ---Narrative Writing (continued from November)

· Write narratives in which they recount a well elaborated event or short sequence of events, include details to describe actions, thoughts, and feelings, use temporal words to signal event order, and proved some sense of closure 

---Informational Writing (introduction)
· Write an informative/explanatory text in which they name a topic, use facts and definitions to develop points, and provide a concluding statement or section.

· With guidance and support from adults, focus on a topic, respond to questions and suggestions from peers, and add details to strengthen writing as needed. 

Language (on-going nouns and verbs, conjunctions and pronouns)
· Demonstrate command of the conventions of standard English grammar and usage when writing speaking

· Use personal, possessive and indefinite pronouns (I, me, my )

· Use frequently occurring conjunctions (and, but , or, because, so)

· Demonstrate capitalization, punctuation, and spelling when writing. 

Speaking and Listening 

· Ask and answer questions about key details in a text read aloud for information presented orally or through other media

· Produce complete sentences when appropriate to task and situations

Math
· Use addition and subtraction within 20 to solve word problems involving situations of adding to, taking from, putting together, taking apart, and comparing, with unknowns in all positions.

· Solve word problems that call for addition of three whole numbers whose sum is less than or equal to 20.

· Understand subtraction as an unknown-addend problem.

· Relate counting to addition and subtraction.  

· Add and subtract within 20, demonstrating fluency for addition and subtraction within 10.  Use strategies such as counting on, making ten, decomposing a number leading to a ten; using the relationship between addition and subtraction; and creating equivalent but easier or known sums.

Unit 1(Continued)
How do animals and plants survive?
· Animals need air, water and food in order to live and thrive
· In order to survive in their environment, plants and animals must be adapted to that environment.
-Seeds disperse by a plant’s own mechanism and/or in a variety of ways that can include wind, water, and animals

· Animal adaptations include coloration for warning or attraction, camouflage, defense, mechanisms, movement hibernation and migration.

· Plan and conduct investigations to provide evidence that vibrating materials can make sound and that sound makes materials vibrate.

· Make observations (firsthand or from media) to construct an evidence-based account that objects can be seen only when illuminated.

· Use observations of the sun, moon, and starts to describe patterns that can be predicted

· Make observations at different times of year to relate the amount of daylight to the time of year.
