Behavior Lesson Plan 			 
	Setting:  Hallways and Stairs	

	SW Expectation:  Respect 
· Leave all materials in hall untouched
	Why is this important?
· Displays are put together to give information and to make the school look more inviting.
· It takes time and work to put up displays
· Everybody’s time and work deserves respect


	Procedure:  
· Generate a discussion about displays in the hallway.  Ask the following:
1. What displays do you remember seeing in the hallways?
2. What’s the purpose of these displays?
3. Whom do you think puts these displays up?
4. Is touching displays a way to show respect?
· Take a walk through the hallway(s) and tell students that the purpose of the walk is to become more aware of the types of displays that are out there and to check on the neatness of the hallways.
· Math Integration—optional activity:  
· Have students predict the total of displays they will see on either floor.  Create a table with each student’s name along with his/her prediction.
· Create another column and title it Tally.  
· Students keep a tally of the displays as they tour the halls.  (Identify the purpose of each display.)
· Upon return to the class, ask students questions like the following:
· What are some of the displays that you noticed?
· How can we maintain the appearance of the halls?  Discuss.


	Examples

	· Demonstrate how to look at displays without touching.
	· Demonstrate what happens when we are not paying attention to what we’re doing with our hands (touching the displays).

	Student Practice/Role Plays
· Role play the example and non-example.

	Follow up/ Reinforcement Activities
· Students report the appearance of new displays.
· Discuss the purpose of the display and review ideas related to the expectation.
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
