The Leggett Independent School District Board of Trustees met in regular session on Monday, May 16, 2016 at 7:00 P.M. with the following members present:  Curtis Jefferson, Tommie Collins, Vicki Russell, Robert Nowlin, Tommy Johnson and Kevin Puckett. The meeting was called to order by Curtis Jefferson.

There was no citizen participation.

In communications and reports, Ms. Lowe reported that Leggett ISD would be hosting a career day on May 20, 2016 with representatives from companies such as: Georgia Pacific, Angelina College, Livingston Fire Department, First National Bank and an Army representative to speak with students. Also, individuals have been invited to showcase their careers in many fields, including law, nursing, cosmetology, and massage therapy. Ms. Lowe also reported that Camp Invention is scheduled to begin May 31, 2016 for Elementary students. It is a very intensive fun program that Leggett ISD is able to offer for free to its students. Bus service will run during those days from 8:00 to 12:00 each day. Ms. Lowe wanted to invite all board members to the Kindergarten/8th grade commencement ceremonies on May 26, 2016 at 6:00 P.M. They are also requested to attend the High School Graduation at 6:00 P.M. on June 3, 2016 in the Leggett Dudley Dickens Gymnasium. All seniors have been accepted to at least one college.
