MYON INFORMATION
What do you do if your log in information isn't working?
If you are having trouble logging in please make sure that- you selected the right school,- your username & password are correct.  If you still can't log in- contact your child's teacher.

Internet Explorer vs Google Chrome
When the student go on myON here at PS 53 we Strongly recommend Google Chrome.  We have found that Internet Explorer doesn't load all of the neccessary materials required to use myON to it's fullest capabilities.  Please use Chrome or Firefox when possible.    

What happens when you log in to myON for the first time?
The first time you use myON you need to complete a survey and then take a pre-assessment quiz.  This quiz will determine your child's reading level and will help the software recommend the proper books.  DON'T help your child with the quiz.  Too much support may cause the site to determine your child's reading level to be higher than it really is.  This will then lead to books being recommended to your child that they can't read.  

How often will my child's reading level be re-assessed?
A students' Lexile levels will be re-assessed with a Lexile benchmark test every 14 days if they have read at least 5 books OR spent at least 3 hours reading in this time. If they haven't met the reading criteria in the 14 days, the test will present when they do meet this criteria.

The myON app vs using the myON website.
Whenever possible you should be using the myON website.  The app should only be used when you are without a wifi connection.  When using the app, students have to come back online with the app open to have their data upload.  It should happen automatically.
There are no assessments on the app.  No Lexile assessments. No quizzes. No literacy tools. We encourage students to use their browser if they have access to wifi. Even tablets (such as iPad or Android) work better using the browser than the app. The app is for offline reading only.
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
