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On behalf of the Journey for Underrepresented Medical Professions, (JUMP), we would like to inform you about our Program for Realizing Educational Potential, (PREP).  PREP is a four and a half week summer internship program that is offered through Northern Arizona University. We are a grant funded program that aims to assist students from disadvantaged backgrounds with their health related educational goals. 
If selected, students will gain hands on experience through the following opportunities:
· Exposure to college lectures, clinical visits, shadowing, volunteer opportunities, research projects, individualized professional development planning, and peer mentoring.
· Guidance on applying to College/ Health Profession programs.
· Up to a $3,600 stipend (based upon completion of 180 hours) that can be used toward housing, meals, and transportation.
This NAU on-campus program will start on June 2, 2018 and end on July 3, 2018. Students will attend scheduled activities from Monday to Saturday, with an overall completion of a cumulative 180 hours. Students will be housed on the NAU Flagstaff Mountain campus.
To be eligible, you must be:
· A current junior or senior in high school OR a current freshmen or sophomore in college.
· Pursuing a health related educational goal
· From an economic and educational disadvantaged status (criteria can be found under Application Instructions at nau.edu/jump/prep)

· PREP application form
· Current resume
· Copy of recent high school or college transcripts (unofficial is acceptable)
· Essay (1-2 pages, double spaced)
· FAFSA 2018-2019 Student Aid Report or 2016 income taxes
