Communication:  

Regular and frequent communication between school and families has always been 

an essential element of effective engagement. Family engagement will be more 

important than ever this year. To keep all informed, the following practices will be 

implemented.   

 
● A reopening link has been established on the District website on Monday, July 27, 2020 

to provide updated information regarding the reopening to parents/guardians and the 

community. 

  

● One Call and the use of the Remind App messages are also practiced with critical 

information and deadlines. 

 

● All information will be in multiple languages as necessary. 

 

The first week of school 9/9, 9/10 and 9/11 will be Early Dismissal Days. 

Students will not bring lunch on those days.  

 

Our school community will be developing a “new way” of attending school for 

the 2020-2021 school year. 

 

Students will be practicing Health and Safety Protocols under the guidance of 

their teachers and COVID-19 Coordinators. 

 

Operational Activity:  

The following protocols and procedures will be followed: 

 

● Students attending school will begin their day with their teacher and class under a 

designated tent. Students will be seated 6 feet apart and will participate in morning 

meeting and attendance. 

 

● Each student is provided an individual learning station and provided with a storage box 

for school supplies as well as a designated location for storing outerwear respecting 

social distancing. 

 

● All hallways are marked to maintain single direction movement. 
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Operational Activity (continued 

 

● Signage reminding of good health practices and social distancing will be displayed 

throughout the building. 

 

●  Classrooms and hallways are equipped with hand sanitizers.  

 

● Students will be divided into cohorts, which will remain together for the day. 

 

● Students will learn outside as much as possible, in their classroom and in various learning 

labs.  

 

● Both in-person and remote teaching will be available. Schedules will be created to 

minimize movement throughout the building. Special area teachers will push into 

classrooms for their specific instruction. 
 

● Special education students will receive services outside as much as possible or in learning 

labs.  

 

● Cafeteria and other available classrooms will be used as learning labs for cohorts to work 

in on a daily basis.  

 

● Outside visitors will not be allowed to enter the building. Packages and other materials 

will be dropped off in the vestibule and be delivered by school staff. The area will be 

disinfected throughout the day. 

 

● Virtual events may take place throughout the year.  
 

Capacity: 

 
● All students, faculty and staff will function in the building with personal protective 

equipment (PPE). 

 

● Students’ desks arranged respecting Social Distancing according to established cohorts of 

students. 
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Social Distancing:  

To ensure appropriate Social Distancing, the following protocols and procedures 

will be followed: 

 
● Upon arrival at school, students will disembark from their car or bus. Drop off times will 

be staggered. Students will walk along the sidewalk, under the guidance of additional 

teaching staff, 6 feet apart to their designated tent set up outside where their classroom 

teacher will be waiting for them.  

 

● Students will sit 6 feet apart under the tent for morning meeting and taking of attendance. 

Students who are home will be included in the morning meeting and attendance taking 

through face-to-face connection.  

 

● Students will then receive the day’s schedule and be split into two cohorts. One cohort 

will remain with the classroom teacher while the other cohort will walk to their respective 

learning areas. Students will remain in a line while adhering to the social distancing 

guidelines under the direction of their teacher.  

 

● Students receiving special education services will work with their respective teachers 

outside at established learning stations.  

 

● When walking in the hallway, students will follow footprint guides on the floor to guide 

them in keeping 6 feet apart. One side of the hallway will be designated going into the 

building and the other when leaving the building. Teachers and staff will work under the 

same social distancing guidelines. 

 

● The school is developing a schedule for utilization of the playground while still enforcing 

social distancing and allowing for proper sanitizing. 

 
PPE and Face Coverings:  

To protect against the transmission of the COVID-19 virus, students, faculty and 

staff will wear appropriate PPE when on school grounds and in school facilities. 

 
● All students and staff must come to school with a clean, safe cloth face covering. It is the 

responsibility of the parents/guardians to clean the cloth face covering daily.  

 

● Teachers and staff must come to school with a clean, safe cloth face covering. It is the 

responsibility of the teachers and staff to keep the cloth face covering daily. 
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PPE and Face Coverings (continued):  
 

● It is recommended that the acceptable face coverings be worn at all times, and is required 

to be worn any time or place that individuals cannot maintain social distancing. Students 

should be allowed to remove their face coverings during meals, instruction and for short 

breaks as long as they are seated and maintain appropriate social distance.  

 

● Acceptable face coverings include, but are not limited to cloth-based face coverings 

(homemade sewn, quick cut, bandana) and surgical masks that cover both the mouth and 

the nose. 

 

Cleaning Protocols and Procedures:   

The CDC provides Reopening Guidance for Cleaning and Disinfection with 

specific guidance for schools. 

 

Pre-Opening Process: 
● All filters in A/C units have been thoroughly cleaned and disinfected and will be 

monitored on a daily basis. 

 

● All non-essential furniture has been removed from each classroom to allow for proper 

social distancing. 

  

● Hand sanitizer stations have been installed throughout the building and one in each 

classroom. 

 

● Sinks, in each classroom and bathroom will be cleaned and then sanitized with Vital 

Oxide each day before school begins. 

 

Sanitization: 

In preparation for the upcoming school year, we have stocked up on the necessary 

supplies we will need to maintain a high level of safety for our students and staff. 

We have a strong supply of the following supplies: 

 
● Vital/Oxide, a hospital grade disinfectant that is used through the Karcher PS 4/7 BP 

Disinfection Mister 

 

● Buckeye disinfectant cleaner 

 

● Buckeye Sani-Q floor disinfectant 

 

● Disinfectant wipes 
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Sanitization (continued): 
● Hand Sanitizer 

 

● Masks 

 

● Disposable gloves 

 

CLEANING PROCEDURES 

The following process will be adhered to on a daily basis while school is in session: 

 

● The school will use recommended cleaning and disinfecting products and follow strict 

guidelines to maintain a healthy environment.  

 

● The school will continually monitor any changes in procedure so that our district meets 

all CDC and DOH guidelines. 

 

● A COVID-19 cleaning and disinfection log will be displayed in each room of the 

building. This document will be filled out each time the room is cleaned and disinfected 

(date, time and initials of cleaning personnel).  The log will be monitored by the building 

principal. 

 

● Each morning, all classrooms, bathrooms and high traffic areas will be disinfected before 

students and staff arrive. 

 

● High use areas, such as door knobs, switches, water fountains, etc. will be cleaned and 

disinfected several times throughout the day.  

 

● High risk areas such as the nurse’s office and quarantine room will be cleaned and 

disinfected several times throughout the day. 

 

● When classrooms are empty during the day, desks, chairs, door knobs, sinks and other 

high touch areas will be disinfected. 

 

● At the end of every school day a cleaning crew will come in and give a thorough cleaning 

to the entire school. 

 

● Along with our cleaning plan, teachers will be encouraged to add additional guidance to 

students to help aid in a clean and safe environment.

Extracurricular Activities:   
● All after school activities are canceled for the school year. This includes after school 

sports, chorus, band and art. 

 

 

Vulnerable Population:  

To allow vulnerable students and staff to participate safely in the educational 

program appropriate accommodations will be provided.  

 

● A medical note from the individual’s health provider will be required. 

 

● Remote learning is embedded into the in-person teaching throughout the school day and 

is available for those who fall under the vulnerable category. At this point, there is no 

indication from staff that they fall into this category 

 

 

Transportation:  

Students will be transported to and from school consistent with state issued public 

transit guidance.  

 

● District contracted transportation has assured that all mandated protocols will be 

practiced in transporting students to and from school. 

 

● Parents are encouraged to drive their child to and from school. 

 

● Parents are required to do health screenings and temperature checks at home prior to 

boarding the bus or being transported by car. 

 

 

Lunch Time: 

The Oysterponds School does not provide a food services program.  

 
● Students will bring their lunch to school and will eat in the classroom or outside 

respecting social distancing.  

 

● Students will wash their hands before and after eating.  

 

● Hand sanitizer is also provided in each classroom for student use. 

 

● All containers or wrappings used in their lunch should be returned to the lunchbox and 

taken home to minimize movement at this time.  
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Lunch Time (continued): 
● The sharing of food and beverages will be discouraged. 

 

 

Emotional Support Services:  

Teachers will identify and support students who are having difficulty transitioning 

back into the school setting. The following protocols will be followed: 

 
● Classroom teachers will monitor students Social Emotional well-being and refer them to 

the school psychologist. 

 

● In-person instructional time will include activities and assignments that support and 

engage students in nurturing their social and emotional learning.  

 

● Remote learning platforms such as Google Classroom, See Saw and Zoom will further 

engage and support those students participating in Distance Learning.  

 

● The District is a participating member of the North Fork Mental Health Coalition and has 

direct access for families and staff in need. 

 

 

Protocols and Procedures to track health conditions at school: 

Screening:  
¶ Daily staff screening and temperature checks prior to entering the building will be 

conducted each day at the designated faculty entrance. 

 

¶ Non-essential persons are not permitted beyond the main entrance vestibule.  

 

¶ All deliveries of supplies and materials will be left on the front portico and school 

personnel will be notified by the front door intercom system. 

 

Testing Protocols: 
¶ When symptomatic students and staff are identified, and are sent home, a written 

diagnostic procedure will be provided in accordance with the local health department. 

 

Testing Responsibility: 
¶ COVID 19 Coordinators provide the supervision of required testing when needed.  

 

Early Warning Signs:  
¶ COVID 19 Coordinators will have regular contact with the Suffolk County Health 

Department. 
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Containment: 

Protocols and procedures for how to respond to positive or presumed-positive 

cases. 

 

School Health Offices:  

 

Signs of Illness:   
As part of the opening of the Superintendent’s Conference Day, the school nurse will provide the 

staff with direction as to how to recognize the signs of illness and the necessary steps to take 

should any students or staff members present the signs of illness. Staff will be educated to 

observe the symptoms of the illness. 

 

People with these symptoms may have COVID-19: 
● Fever and chills 

● Cough 

● Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing 

● Muscle or body aches 

● Headache 

● New loss of taste or smell 

● Sore throat 

● Congestion or runny nose 

● Nausea or vomiting 

 

Isolation and Discharge from Quarantine Room:  
● A quarantine room has been established for symptomatic individuals. 

● Students will be supervised until the parent/guardian or other designated Emergency 

Contact person arrives to pick the student up. 

● Parents/Guardians or other designated Emergency Contact persons report to the vestibule 

at the Main Entrance, awaiting for students to be escorted from the quarantine room.  

● Quarantine room is cleaned and disinfected after last individual has exited the room 

 

Confirmed Infected Students/Staff: 
● Discharge from the Quarantine room and return to school will be conducted in 

coordination with the Suffolk County Health Department. 

 

Exposed Students/Staff: 
● If students or staff feel that they have been exposed to COVID-19, they should contact 

their Building Administrator. 

● The Building Administrator will then coordinate with the Suffolk County Department of 

Health. 

● New York State Contact Tracing program will be followed by the District. 

● Safety measures and plans have been communicated to the parents/guardians, faculty, 

staff and local community through email and the district website.  
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COVID-19 Emergency Closing of School:  

 
● Notification received from the Suffolk County Health Department 

 

● Identification of conditions that may warrant the closing of school by COVID-19 

Coordinators. 

 

● One Call platform will be used to close school when necessary. 

 

● The COVID 19 Coordinator will institute the regular closing process.

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Contact Tracing 
 

What is Contact Tracing? 
Contact tracing is the process of contacting all people who have had direct contact with someone 

who tested positive for COVID-19. Contact Tracers have been hired and trained to work with 

state-of-the-art software to gather information on the spread of the infection.  

 

What happens when the District has been notified of a positive COVID case?  
Once a school district administrator is notified by the parent/guardian of a student, by an 

employee or by the Department of Health of a positive COVID student or employee, the school 

district will provide the Suffolk County Department of Health the following information to assist 

them with contract tracing: 

 

¶ Student and Teacher Cohort Information (those in the same class) 

o Provide a list of probable close contacts defined as being within 6 feet of the 

infected student for at least 10 minutes. 

o The identification of close contacts would begin 48 hours before the student 

became symptomatic or 48 hours before the student was tested for the COVID-19 

virus if asymptomatic.  

¶ Attendance information during a given period of time.  

¶ Roster of students, bus driver and bus monitor (if applicable) who are on the same bus.  

¶ Assignment and location of the employee (if applicable). 

¶ Contact information for all noted above. 

 

Who will contact families as part of the contact tracing?  
The Department of Health Contact tracers will communicate with the families. Your caller ID 

will say “NYS Contact Tracing” (518-387-9993). 
 

Is the Oysterponds U.F.S.D. responsible for contact tracing for students, faculty and staff 

and requiring quarantine?  
The school district will provide the staff and student lists and contact information to identify 

individuals who may have been exposed. Ultimately, the Suffolk County Department of Health 

has the primary responsibility for contact tracing contacts and quarantine directives.  

 

Note: Notification and contact tracing is initiated upon receipt of a positive COVID-19 test 

result by the DOH. No action is taken by the DOH for suspected cases. 

 

If there is a positive COVID case and the DOH issues quarantine orders on a group, what 

will be done to clean the facility? 
 

¶ CDC guidelines will be followed regarding cleaning and disinfecting the building or 

facility if someone is sick. https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-

¶ Close off areas used by the person who is sick. 

¶ Open outside doors and windows to increase air circulation in the area.

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¶ Wait 24 hours before cleaning and disinfecting. If 24 hours is not feasible, wait as long as 

possible. 

¶ Clean and disinfect all areas used by the person who is sick, such as offices, bathrooms, 

common areas, shared electronic equipment like tablets, touch screens, keyboards, remote 

controls, and copier machines. 

¶ Vacuum the space if needed. Use vacuum equipped with high-efficiency particulate air 

(HEPA) filter, if available. 

¶ Consider temporarily turning off room fans and the central HVAC system that services 

the room or space, so that particles that escape from vacuuming will not circulate 

throughout the facility. 

¶ Employees without close contact with the person who is sick can return to work 

immediately after disinfection.
