Student Council 
· Coat Drive – coats, hats, scarves and gloves are being collected in the Main Building. Donations will be given to the Salvation Army. Ms. Schiavone coordinated the coat drive in December to donate to with the 49th precinct. 
Old Business
· Bathrooms on 4th and 5th floor – Since there is money left over in the budget, it was agreed to use that funding to update the boys bathroom on the 4th and 5th floors since they are in worse condition than the girls bathroom. The 5th floor should be completed by June and the 4th floor should be completed by July. We will see if we can find additional funding to update the girls bathrooms next year. 
· February Break – there were 30 students enrolled in the Ultimate Enrichment program. There was space and funding for 65 students.  We will look to have the program back for Spring Break since there is funding for 35 students left over. 

New Business

· Lockdown – the PTA purchased magnets for all classrooms and they will be distributed by the end of the week. 

Wellness Committee Update 
· Cookoff – Chef Noah Sheetz and Mr. Muccino completed in a “Chopped Challenge”. There was a 2 point difference in the scores but both contestants did a great job. 
· Wellness Night – there is no event planned for March but the Smoothie Social is being planned for April.
