When submitting your summer work, please have all of your chapter summaries in the binder.  Just to be clear on Thursday September 7 you will need to submit your binder with the five dividers labeled and inserted into your binder, along with your first 12 chapter summaries.  
Beginning the week of September 18, a chapter summary will be due every Wednesday.  Please follow the due dates below:

Class Participation (25% of grade)

All students will be graded on their participation in class.  In AP Biology both students and teacher participate in a group discussion about the material being learned.  All students are expected to have their chapter summaries present with them along with paper to take additional notes.  All students are expected to be prepared and participate every day.

Students will be expected to help prepare and break down lab activities.  Sign up sheets will be available for each lab.

Every Thursday will be review day.  We will begin as early as September 15 with reviewing and preparing for our AP Biology Exam.  You will be required to have your notes and chapter summaries, the AP Biology Review book that you were asked to purchase and you will be responsible for completing the work assigned that day (can be classwork and homework).

Lab Reports (A grade all on it’s own and 25% of class grade)

There will be anywhere between 2-3 labs per marking period in the Fall semester.  All students will be graded on their work product (lab report) and their participation in the laboratory activity.  A separate rubric will be provided for all students for both the lab report and classwork.  Lab Activities will be given on Wednesday during our regularly scheduled class.  Lab activities will follow specific topics and will be announced at a later date.  All lab reports will be collected on the following Monday.
Exams and Quizzes (25%)

There will be one multiple choice exam and one essay exam given each month.  This will equate to about 2 multiple choice exams and 2 essay exams per marking period.  

Every Wednesday beginning September 14, all students will take an in class quiz on their chapter summary that is due that day.  All students will be allowed to use their notes however all students will only have 15 minutes to complete the quiz.

Below is your exam schedule for the Fall 2016 Semester:

· Essay on Tuesday December 19
· Exam 5:  Final Exam in January 2018 this will include both multiple choice questions and essay questions.

Please note there is no mention of chapters covered for each date listed above.  This will all depend on where we are at with the material at the time.  Chapters covered will be announced one week before the exam.

Research Paper (Class Participation and Homework)

On the first day of class you will receive your research paper assignment.  This will be due on January 8, 2018.  This grade will count towards your homework and class participation for the third marking period.  Please note that you will have to meet with me a minimum of two times before the paper is due.  This will count towards your overall grade on your paper.

Please do not lose this sheet.  It is your agenda for the Fall 2017 semester.  The above dates will only change if there are school trips, school wide assessment exams (PSAT or MOSL Exams) on these days or if the school is closed for inclement weather.
I’m well aware that as seniors you have a lot of work ahead of you for this upcoming school year.  It is now your responsibility to fit in the above expectations into your schedules.  Late work will not be accepted, copied work will not be accepted and all students caught copying will be held to our school’s policy on plagiarism.
