Now that your children have done an in-depth exploration of their senses and learned to explore the world around them, they are ready to learn more about themselves and the people around them.  We will be discussing what makes us important and unique.  In this unit we are working on developing children’s abilities to take in information about ourselves, our families, and our classroom community.  We will be drawing portraits of ourselves; noticing details in our appearances.   Children will begin to understand emotions.  They will begin to understand the importance of jobs both in and out of the classroom.  We will be focusing on what makes our families important and unique.
In addition, we will be helping them develop a strong self-concept and encourage children’s development of writing skills.  While every child is different and no two develop in exactly the same way, there are some skills that tend to develop in sequence. The development of writing skills is one skill set that does typically follow a progression. For example, scribbles, mock letters, letter strings, partial name, accurate name.
