5163 HIGH SCHOOL LUNCH PERIODS 

To maintain student focus during the school day on educational program activities, high school students shall be 
required to eat lunch at school and remain on the school campus during their lunch period with the exception of 
seniors, who shall enjoy the privilege of walking off school grounds for lunch.  Students who drive cars to school, 
regardless of where they park, are prohibited from using their cars during the hours of the school day, unless 
they are in possession of a school approved dismissal pass issued by the Building Principal, based upon a 
written application by the student's parent, legal guardian or the student's own note where the student is an 
emancipated minor or has reached the age of 21.
