Course Description: This class is about learning skills. Sometimes your teacher will be teaching you principles, but often he will be your coach -- just as in sports or in the arts. He has advanced knowledge about reading and writing in English and first-hand experience learning to read and write in foreign languages around the world. But you have to think of yourself as a reader and writer and you have to seek to improve. Skills you practice in this class will be the same skills you’ll work on as adults. There is no “you’re finished” in reading and writing. You just keep improving at new levels. 

In ESL 3 you will read fiction and non-fiction grade level texts and produce and present your own writing which evaluates the choices made by credited authors and imitates their stylistic choices.

2. to clarify what you think and feel
3. to gain real-world writing skills
4. to gain real-world reading skills
5. to share the best of your writing with others
6. to increase your reading Lexile Level by 300 points

Course Objectives: 

i. to discuss the strategies of close reading and train ourselves to achieve them
	a. verbalizing metacognitive	strategies while reading text
	b. question author's intentions, purpose and authority when reading
	c. practice techniques to deal with the four types of questions frequently asked by teachers and 	on 	tests: Right There, Think and Search, Author and You, and On Your Own
ii. to plan our writing, often with idea-generation exercises, outlines and graphic organizers
iii. to practice right-away writing to respond to prompts or questions
iv. to take our time and develop our longer, more personal projects; to evaluate our writing
