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Part of PS 44’s mission is to ensure that we communicate how student achievement of content standards are measured along with course outcomes.  Our second purpose is to provide feedback and guidance regarding student learning. 

GRADING GUIDELINES  
There are three marking periods during each school year. Report cards are issued at the end of each marking period. Grades for report cards are determined by combining class work, homework, notebook grades, projects, class participation, and assessments in a meaningful and consistent way from marking period to marking period.  
The fundamental basis of our grading and promotion system is the concept of mastery. We believe students need to demonstrate they’ve mastered their coursework before moving on to the next level or grade. Rather than a traditional A-F grading system, PS 44 utilizes a leveled system.  Level 1 represents far below grade level, Level 2 represents approaching grade level, Level 3 represents on grade level and level 4 represents above grade level. This system enables the school to hold students to high expectations and ensure all students have a solid academic foundation as they progress in their coursework. 
For each report period, K-5 students get evaluated on mastery of the common core standards in reading, writing, math, science or social studies and the arts. Report cards for grades K-5 have a list of competencies for each subject, and each competency receives a numerical leveled grade (see conversion chart below). K-5 report cards also include each student’s Reading Level, Math benchmark scores. Content area grades, reading levels and assessment scores both state and local will be used to determine if students must attend summer school on a case by case basis. 

Work will be evaluated and performance levels determined using the following numerical indicators:
· Level 4 = 100% - Exceeds Standards (working above grade level expectations)
· Level 3 = 85-99% - Meets Standards (working at grade level expectations) 
· Level 2 = 65- 84% - Approaching Standards (working towards grade level expectations) 
· Level 1 = 0%- 64 - Far Below Standards (needs improvement)

· score at least a 75% or higher on the Blackline Master

OR
· score at least a 75% or higher on the Blackline Master

Math
Student must:

· score at least a 75% on the classwork assignments
OR
· score at least a 75% or higher on the Blackline Master


Fourth Grade Promotional Criteria

For the 2018-2019 school year, students in fourth grade must meet the promotional criteria listed below in order to move on to fifth grade.

OR
· must move at least THREE reading levels from their September independent level
OR
· score at least a 75% or higher on the Blackline Master

Student must:

· score at least a 75% on the classwork assignments
OR
· score at least a 75% or higher on the Blackline Master
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
