Homecoming Week Dress-Up Day Guidelines 

 

Monday (10/26/20) “Gone Country” – Western Wear 

All clothing worn must be western/country themed. Jeans are acceptable as long as there are no rips 

or holes. Dress must not interfere with classroom activities and must be in good taste. Students must 
also wear a western/country themed shirt with their jeans. Jeans and a school shirt or not acceptable. 

Costume masks are not allowed. 

No muscle shirts, tube tops, strapless tops, mid drifts, bathing suits, see through or exposing tops. 

Hats are not allowed in the classroom. 

Shorts are not allowed. Shoes must have a front and back, no slippers, crocs or flip flops. 

No props are allowed for this dress up day. 

 

Tuesday (10/27/20) “Just a Dream” – Pajamas 

Only pajama pants will be allowed with an appropriate shirt. Pajamas must be school appropriate and 

free from rips and holes. If pajama onsies are worn, then a short and shirt must be worn underneath 

it.  Jeans, boxer shorts, pajama shorts, athletic shorts, and leggings are not acceptable.  

Dress must not interfere with classroom activities and must be in good taste.  

Costume masks are not allowed. 

No muscle shirts, tube tops, strapless tops, mid drifts, bathing suits, see through or exposing tops. 

Shoes must have a front and back, no slippers, crocs, or flip flops. 

No props are allowed for this dress up day. 

 

Wednesday (10/28/20) “I Wanna Rock N Roll All Night” – Rock N Roll 

All clothing worn must be Rock N Roll themed. Jeans are acceptable as long as there are no rips or 

holes. Dress must not interfere with classroom activities and must be in good taste. Students must 

also wear an appropriate band T-shirt or Rock N Roll themed shirt with their jeans. Jeans and a 

school shirt or not acceptable. 

Costume masks are not allowed. 

No muscle shirts, tube tops, strapless tops, mid drifts, bathing suits, see through or exposing tops. 

Shorts are not allowed. Shoes must have a front and back, no slippers, crocs, or flip flops.

Thursday  (10/29/20) “Beachin’ ” – Hawaiian Attire 

All clothing worn must be beach themed. Jeans are not acceptable. Dress must not interfere with 

classroom activities and must be in good taste. Appropriate shorts and shirts are acceptable as long as 

they are free from rips and holes.  

Costume masks are not allowed. 

No muscle shirts, tube tops, strapless tops, mid drifts, bathing suits, see through or exposing tops. 

Hats are not allowed in the classroom. 

Short shorts will not be allowed. Nike shorts or other shorts that are above 4inches from the back of 

your knee are worn, then you will need to have leggings underneath. Shoes must have a front and 
back, no slippers, crocs or flip flops. 

 

Friday (10/30/20) “My House” – Homecoming Shirt or Green/Gold 

All clothing worn must be themed. Jeans are acceptable as long as there are no rips or holes. Dress 

must not interfere with classroom activities and must be in good taste. Students wearing jeans must 

also wear either the Homecoming shirt, spirit shirt, or a green/gold shirt. Jeans and a school shirt or 
not acceptable. 

Costume masks and hats are not allowed. 

No muscle shirts, tube tops, strapless tops, mid drifts, bathing suits, see through or exposing tops. 

Short shorts will not be allowed. If shorts are worn, they must be either green or gold. If Green/Gold 

Nike shorts or other shorts that are above 4inches from the back of your knee are worn, then you will 
need to have leggings underneath.
